Characteristics of child sex tourism

Children as young as 13 years and below are
iInvolved [This includes girls and beach boys]

Some of them are; from dysfunctional families,
children of sex workers, orphans, from child headed
families, children living in hot spot areas, poor
families, victims of trafficking, school drop outs and
others are unable to resist peer pressure.



Characteristics of child sex
tourism cont.

There are middlemen who usually facilitate
the process. They include pimps, bar
workers, hotel waiters, parents , friends etc.

Children in CST do offer sexual services to
Kenyan beach boys, bar staff such as waiters
and other men In order to access tourists.




Who are the exploiters

According to the UNICEF study of
2005/2006,

Italians, Germans and Swiss men were
ranked as the top clients of under age girls at
18%, 14% and 12 % respectively. Ugandans
, Tanzanians, British and Saudi Arabian men
ranked 51, 6!, 7th and 8! respectively. 39%
of the clients were Kenyan men.



Legislation

In Kenya, sexual exploitation of children is a criminal
offence under the under Kenya'’s penal code.

Enactment of the sexual offenses Act
Enactment of the children’s Act in 2001.
Signed of the Code of Conduct in 2006

Every child shall have the right of privacy.
The right to play.

The punishment of interfering with these rights Is
either prison sentence of not more than one year
or a fine of not less than Kshs. 50,000/=

Any person who feels that the rights of a child
have been or is about to be interfered with may
apply to the high court to stop the interference ,



Implementation

The Iimplementation of the legislations places the
responsibility of implementing certain portions of the
acts on various stakeholders such as the Police,
Judiciary, Doctors and medical facilities and the public
at large.

Some NGOQO’s such as Centre for Legal Information and
Communication [CLICK] and Women in Law and
development in Africa [WIDAF] have been training and
familiarizing stakeholders on their roles.

The republic of Kenya is a signatory to various
International conventions such as the -ILO convention
182 - [Worst forms of child labour ]

- The UN convention of the Rights of the child

- The African Charter on the Rights and welfare of the
Child.

- These treaties have been domesticated through the
enactment of the Children’s Act [cap 586 of 2001], Code
of Conduct for the protection of children from sexual
exploitation in travel and tourism



Corporation cont.
.

The Kenyan government works in collaboration with
other countries where their participation required
such as investigation cases of . One example is the
case of a 50 year Oregon man who was arraigned in
federal court on charges of traveling to engage In
sexual acts with minors. Lester Christian Weber was
charged for engaging into sexual acts with 2 minors
who were less than 12 years old. He was also In
procession of pornographic materials.



Role of stakeholders

Organizing for joint awareness raising
events.

Supporting one another when cases are
identified. Some cases need joint effort.

Following up convictions to the end.

Rescueing victims and offering the
necessary support.



Challenges
.

Sexual activities are not done in the open so
identifying cases of CST Is not easy.
Perpetuators always escape easily.

Many children are vulnerable and therefore
being lured in CSEC/SECT Is very easy
despite information given.

The law under which one Is charged
determines the outcome of the case.




Challenges cont.
-

It has been reported in Kenya that child
exploiters do not go to the hotels any more.
They now take children to the deep sea by
use of boats.

The small establishments do not sign the
International Code yet some exploiters take
there children. Such are the day/night clubs,
lodgings etc.




Challenges cont.

Awareness campaign activities without direct
support to victims does not change the
vulnerable situation of the children.

Code of conduct for the protection of children from
sexual exploitation in travel and tourism

Implementation of the Code project has been done in
collaboration with the government of Kenya (MoT, Children’s
department), RESPECT, Save the children Sweden and
UNICEF

The primary objective is to enhance responsible tourism .
It targets Hotels and Tour operators.

Their staff and collaborators are trained on issues of
CSEC/SECT and the implementation of the code.

Management encouraged to sign the code and report annually.

Information materials are displayed and also issued to travelers
etc



Rescue/withdrawal

Children in CSEC/SECT, victims/survivors of TiP are
rescued from exploitation and given support e.g

Rehabilitation services
Resettlement/reintegration

In collaboration with the Catholic Arch-diocese of
Mombasa, a rescue centre for children and youth in
sexual exploitation and victims of trafficking has
been set up in Mombasa.
