Profile of victims
• Coming from poorest and most vulnerable social 

strata (Northeast reality).
• Children (girls and boys).
• Big cities, capitals and beaches (tourists areas).
• Most of them suffer abuse at home.
• Vulnerability of children working on seasonal tourism 

industry (handcrafts, guides and street market).



Tourism X Traffic

• Those vulnerable children become an easy target to 
traffic network.

• Girls are recruited with false proposals of a job in 
Europe (dancer).

- Creation of local (all states) Hotline, linked with the 
national one.

• Assure the continuity of the Campaign (Funds) as a 
part of Regional Public Policies.

• Implementation of The Code instead of local ones.
